Dr. Jackson is a specialist in medieval Islamic law and theology. However, his most recent books have been about the condition of African-American Muslim in the United States. Specifically, he has focused on how African-American Muslims must appropriate classical Islamic theology (Mu'tazilism, Ash'arism, Hanbalism, etc.) in order to 

develop a new theological discourse which meets the needs of 21st century African-American Muslim communities.
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
